Unless you have the special physical examination and are certified to work with radiation by a doctor,
you will not be able to use the KIT Isotope Laboratory, off-campus accelerators (e.g. Spring-8, etc.) or
X-ray generating equipment inside or outside the university.

M. Things to keep in mind ‘

* All students engaged in radiation work must take both the blood test and medical interview.

* Be sure to bring your student ID card when you have a blood test .

* Be sure to accurately fill in the student number column. If the student number is incorrect, you will
not be considered to have had a special physical examination.

« If you are unable to have the blood test, or doctor’s appointment at your designated date and time,
please contact the Health Care Service Center in advance. (If you come directly to Health Care
Service Center without an appointment, we will not be able to assist you.)

If you are unable to receive a blood test, you will be required to visit an external medical institution
at your own expense.

* Appointments to speak with a doctor must be made in advance. If you come to see a doctor
without an appointment, or on a date/time other than that of your appointment, we will give
priority to those who have appointments, so you may have to wait for a long time.

* Be sure to come to the office at your prescribed time for your blood test and doctor visit.

* Remain silent at the Health Care Service Center. Do not speak with others, or on your phone.

* The physical examination results will be available from late May to early June. If you need a
diagnosis in a hurry due to the schedule of the experiment, contact the Research Promotion and
Collaboration Office by the 12:00 of April 4th (Fri). Also, please be sure to have your blood test on
the 14th(Mon) and submit the medical questionnaire in paper form at Health care service center.

* If you have any other questions, contact us below in advance (see below).

* In addition, to prevent infectious diseases, we ask that you consistently implement the following

four points.
1. Wear a face mask
2. Make sure that you do not have cold-like symptoms before you visit.
If you have cold symptoms or a fever, do not visit the Health Care Service Center.
3. When entering the examination area, disinfect your hands with alcohol.
4. Do not talk during the examination.
